Club Constitution 

1 Club name and affiliation

The club will be called Raysfield, and will be affiliated to BADMINTON England.
2
Aims and Objectives

The aims and objectives of the club will be to:

· play and promote badminton 

· offer badminton opportunities to play league matches to members

· provide duty of care and protection to all club members

· make sure all club members are treated equitably. 
· provided coaching and support to the junior members 
3
Finance and Accounts

· All club monies will be banked in an account held in the name of the club.

· The accounts will be kept by the Treasurer, and audited annually.

· The financial year of the club will end on the last day of the season usually at the end of April. This will be determined by the club committee each year
· Any cheques drawn against club funds will be signed by an authorised signatory.

· Should Raysfield no longer be viable and the accounts need to be wound up then any residual funds, after all creditors have been satisfied, shall be donated to a club or organisation with similar aims and objectives.

Running of the Club 

The club will be run by a committee consisting of:

· Chairman

· Treasurer

· Secretary

· Fixture Secretary
· Team Selectors

· Development Officer
At the AGM, the committee will resign but will be eligible for re-election.

Membership

Membership will be open to all persons, approved by the committee.
All members will be subject to the constitution and codes of conduct adopted by the club.

Fees will be set and reviewed annually by the committee and approved at the AGM.

The Running of the Club
The club will be run by a committee consisting of:

· Chairman

· Treasurer

· Secretary

· Fixture Secretary
· Team Selectors

· Any other relevant positions or volunteers

At the AGM the committee will resign but will be eligible for re-election.  
7 AGM
The Annual General Meeting (AGM) will be held before the start of each new season. At least 21 days notice will be given to members. The Agenda will include:

· A report from the committee

· Treasurers report and years accounts

· Resignation of current committee

· Election of the committee for the coming year

All members have the right to vote at the AGM.

Members have the right to call for an Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM). It shall be held at the request of at least 25% of members. Notice for the EGM will be the same as for the AGM.

The Club agrees to adopt the BADMINTON England Child Protection Policy and Implementation Procedures. All individual members are deemed to have read understood and assented to the Badminton England Code of Ethics and Code of Conduct (“Code”) and as such recognise and adhere to the principles and responsibilities embodied in these documents.

9
Constitution Changes

This Constitution can be changed only by majority vote at an AGM.

BYELAWS AND OTHER REGULATIONS

1. Matches

Members taking part in matches shall pay a match fee for home and away matches at an amount as shall be agreed annually at the AGM. 

2. Guests 

Club members shall be entitled to bring guests.   A guest shall pay weekly fee agreed annually at the AGM.
